Technology is trumps at co-located exhibitions
Two major events under way this year will impact in varying degrees on supply chain management across all industries.

Top of mind is the carbon tax and how it will affect supply chain costs, with claims among some senior managers of inconsistent tax treatments.

The other big event is the harmonisation of occupational health and safety laws among Australian States, with Queensland and NSW already passing legislation and other jurisdictions expected to bring their OHS laws into line before the end of 2011.

The carbon tax is all about reducing carbon output and improving energy efficiency. Harmonisation will mean less paperwork to meet OHS requirements for businesses operating in different jurisdictions, and workers not having to suffer the inequity of different safety standards. 
Efficiency the end game
In each case, efficiency is the end game, and technology will play a key role. That is why three major exhibitions to be held concurrently in the same location in Sydney are a ‘must attend’ for supply chain managers.

They are The Safety Show Sydney, Sydney Materials Handling and Bulkex, co-located at the Sydney Showground, Sydney Olympic Park, from 25-27 October.
Hundreds of exhibitors will use these events as launching pads for high-tech products and services.
For example, at the Sydney Materials Handling exhibition, Storage Equipment Pty Ltd will showcase the VisiPro™ high visibility pallet racking upright protector, designed to reduce the damage resulting from impacts caused during loading and loading of racking.

With superior rack protection properties at 30% of the cost of existing market players, the VisiPro is set to revolutionise the rack protection market.

It uses a simple clipping system to ensure fast installation, and has a narrow width so as to provide protection without reducing the clear entry of the pallet into the racking bay.
Injection moulded from a high impact plastic compound that distributes the collision load to an internal energy absorbing pad, VisiPro is coloured in a high visibility fluoro yellow.
At The Safety Show Sydney, Leda Security Products Pty Ltd will feature Insulated dock levellers that insulate heat and cold at loading dock areas.
The insulated dock leveller allows refrigerated warehouses and distribution centres to save money on cooling while having tough, safe and reliable dock products installed. Leda distributes Crawford, the world’s largest manufacturer of dock products, which claims energy savings of up to 75 percent compared to conventional docking systems.

Posters for safety

While on safety, visitors to the Poster Faktory Australia stand will find a unique service, in which posters are supplied and maintained through a dynamic poster exchange system. The posters, catalogued in an extensive library, cover a broad range of issues relating to health, safety and the environment.
Special front-loading, anodized frames are positioned strategically across an organisation’s site. Once the frames are installed the posters are changed every six weeks and charged for on an annual fee basis. A free design and print service prepares messages to theme specifications.

Bulk loader cuts costs

When it comes to transporting raw materials B&W Mechanical Handling will use BULKEX to show how to take efficiency to a new level with innovative loading systems.

The B&W Mobile Shiploader, mounted on a single chassis equipped with a travel system allowing both powered in-line and parallel movement, uses an hydraulically adjustable boom with a 360 degree rotational trimming chute. Narrow jetties, unsuitable for more cumbersome fixed or rail mounted shiploaders, are no problem for the B&W.

For example, at the Port of Salaverry in Peru, the B&W Mobile Shiploader loads into 25,000 DWT vessels copper and gold ore, with densities as high as 2,900 kg per cubic metre, arriving at the quay area via 30 tonne trucks every two or three minutes.

B&W will also present a Rail Wagon Unloading System for coal and iron ore that uses a heavy duty belt style feeder in a shallow pit beneath the rails, providing major cost savings over conventional ‘below rail’ hopper systems.
